Year End Wants, Needs and Desires

The Year Girls in Review





Life is full of changes and this year has not been an exception to this rule.  The good news is that we have been so busy this year that we didn’t notice what was happening and the changes came fairly easy.  





One of these changes has been the shift in where the girls come.  In the beginning nearly all the girls were from the jail system.  Now, we are seeing more of a need for truly orphaned, abandoned, and neglected children.  We believe that God is working through this ministry to reach the ones He has chosen.





There are now three ‘classes’ of girls here:





From the jail system (8); the mother and/or father is in jail at the moment and it is dangerous and unhealthy for the child to live with them.  A relationship is maintained with the parent in the hope that one day the child will return to the parent's custody.





Orphaned (11); the child's parents have died or the child was abandoned and the location of parents or relatives is unknown.  There is no contact with any relative and we assume after a year+ that there will be none in the future.





Abandoned (6); the child was abandoned into our care and some information regarding the parents is available.  Many were removed from abusive situation; some have visitors.





It’s difficult to imagine what it’s like to grow up in an orphanage so we do our best to provide a home-like atmosphere for the girls in which they will sense love, belonging and a family bond.  For many, this is their family as there is nowhere else to go; they will be with us until they reach adulthood or independence.  By the grace of God, His Word is being deeply rooted in their hearts and will stay with them for the rest of their lives.





To all of you who support this ministry through your prayers and finances we want to say ¡THANKS!  It’s been a great year and we trust that in 2007 God will continue to be glorified through His work here as lives are touched by His love.
